Hello Martensville, 

Spring weather seems to be on its way and we are excited to begin thinking about the business and 

excitement that comes with focusing on this last quarter of the school year.  Report cards, Spring Sports, 

Skills Canada, out trips, and of course Grad, are all on the approaching horizon. 

 

On the evening of Monday, April 03, 2017, the School Community Councils of the three Martensville 

Schools, as well as Chris Mason, principal of Lake Vista School, met in the MHS Foyer for the annual Tri-

Council SCC meeting.  The theme of the event was Healthy Youth – Healthy Communities, and featured 

guest speakers Corey O’Soup (Provincial child and Youth Advocate), and School Resource Officer Cst. 

Sean Nave.  Both brought unique perspectives on strategies and approaches to keeping youth healthy.   

 

We began thinking about this theme earlier this year when we were asked to explore our graduation 

rates and to consider the biggest barriers to students graduating on time.  We believe that high risk 

behaviors (particularly around substance use and abuse) negatively affect student success in school.  We 

are looking at ways that schools can play a supportive role in helping to keep youth healthy, successful, 

and on-track to graduate. 

 

Speaking of graduation, our School’s Graduation Ceremony is set for June 22nd.  Because this date is 

later in the year than normal, we have created an exam schedule that we feel will support students and 

families as they participate in this special time.  Please check our school website for details on our final 

exam week schedule. 

 

Badminton is up and running with Mr. Fossum coaching the juniors and Mr. Loeffler coaching the senior 

team.  Shortly after the Easter Break, Mr. Bergermann and several staff members will begin the process 

of getting our students prepared for the Track and Field season.   

 

On Friday, April 7th several of our Practical and Applied Arts students will be attending the Skills Canada 

competition in Saskatoon.  This year we have 9 students competing in the areas of textiles, baking, 

carpentry, workplace safety, and job skills.  Skills Canada is an exciting opportunity for students to 

discover how skills in curricular areas are applicable and relevant to the workforce and ultimately 

successful careers. 

 

“Relevance,” in fact was the focus for our latest snapshot of MHSinaweek.  For the last 10 days or so, 

teachers, students, and parents have been recognizing, capturing and sharing relevant learning 

experiences.  When students know how and what they are learning is relevant and / or closely 

connected to the world that they live in, the learners own the learning because they know where it fits 

in their schema.  Thanks to Mr. Hindmarsh for all his work with this initiative.  Thanks also to the staff 

and students who contributed.
