If you have a child in an identified classroom/bus/activity, please see the General Risk of Exposure communication for 
further information.  

Students and staff members in the listed classroom(s) are considered a close contact for 10 days from the date of the 
positive test result, unless not in attendance for two full days prior to the date of the positive test result.  

• Unvaccinated students who are not experiencing symptoms may attend class but must isolate from all 
extracurricular activities and outings.  

• Unvaccinated students who are close contacts of a household member who has tested positive for COVID-19 
are not exempt from self-isolation. These students must stay home and not attend school.  

• Fully vaccinated students and staff who are not experiencing symptoms are not required to isolate.  

Classes in the school will continue as scheduled until further notice.  
 

All students and staff members at the school are asked to self-monitor for symptoms daily. If your child has any 
symptoms of COVID-19, they must not attend school, even with a negative test result. If you or your child have any 
symptoms of COVID-19, please call HealthLine at 811 and remain at home.
